
IDA TOWNSHIP BOARD

MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

Tuesday, April 7th, 2009

The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. with the pledge of allegiance to the flag.  Members present were Supervisor Ron Iott, Clerk Don Appleman, Treasurer Sherry Hilkens and Trustees Elmer Bowman and Randy Stanifer.

Public Comment: 

The meeting was opened for public comment.  One resident asked if a noise ordinance was being implemented for the township.  Another question was is a park ordinance being pursued.  Others asked if action was in progress to enforce the Township Board’s denial motion on the special land use request by Chuck Mudge for a parivate park which included motorcross activity.

Amendment to Agenda:

A motion to add local road contracts and special meeting minutes to the Township Board Agenda for the Tuesday, April 7, 2009 meeting was made by E. Bowman and supported by D. Appleman.  Motion carried.

Approval of Minutes:

Minutes of the Regular Township Board meeting held on March 3, 2009 were reviewed.  A motion to approve the minutes was made by S. Hilkens and supported by E. Bowman.  Motion carried.

Minutes of the Special Township Board meeting held Monday April 6, 2009 for the purpose of selecting legal counsel to enforce the Township Board’s denial motion of Special Land Use Request #2008-01/SP#2008-01/Applicant Chuck Mudge were reviewed.  Motion to approve the minutes was made by R. Stanifer and supported by S. Hilkens.  Motion carried.

Reports:
The Building Department report was submitted by Building Inspector David Friend.  A total of 11 permits were issued in the month of March.  No new home starts.  Mr. Friend commented on the illegality of placing informational papers in mail boxes.

The Fire Department report was submitted by Fire Chief Paul Metz.  The Department made 31 runs in the month of March.  Mr. Metz submitted two bids for a new power generator for the Fire Department.

The bills were submitted for payment by the Clerk.  Added to the bills submitted were invoices from Monroe Industrial Supply in the amount of $110.74 charged to account 101-265-927 Cleaning Supplies and from Gazelle Publishing Inc. in the amount of $400.00 charged to account 101-250-900 Publishing.  After review, a motion to pay the bills was made by R. Stanifer and supported by R. Iott.  A roll call vote was taken.  All votes were yes.  
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Reports (cont.)

The Treasurer’s report was submitted by Treasurer Sherry Hilkens.  Ms. Hilkens reported that 90% of all taxes had been collected by the end of March.  After review, a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report was made by E. Bowman and supported by D. Appleman.  Motion carried.

Trustee E. Bowman informed Board members that he had checked out a number of local roads that he felt should be considered for single sealing this year and gave the list to Supervisor R. Iott to present to the Board for their consideration for this year’s projects.

Trustee R. Stanifer asked if information could be given to Board members in a more timely manner.  

The Library report was submitted by Librarian Suzanne Krueger (copy attached to the minutes.)

A request by Ida Librarian Suzanne Krueger for approval to purchase a computer for the Ida Branch Library out of donated funds was approved on a motion from S. Hilkens and supported by R. Stanifer.  Motion carried.

New Business:
A contract to fertilize and do weed control around shrub beds around township buildings with R&R Lawncare and Landscaping for $20.00 labor plus cost of material was approved on a motion from S. Hilkens and supported by E. Bowman.  Motion carried.  

A request from Great Lakes Comnet for a refund of an unused permit fee in the amount of $500.00 was discussed by the Board.  A motion was made by R. Stanifer and supported by R. Iott to retain 10% of unused permit fees when refunding.  Motion carried.

A proclomation to proclaim the month of May as Motorcycle Awareness Month was made by R. Iott and supported by E. Bowman.  Motion carried.

Copy fee discussion was tabled for a workshop meeting Monday April 13, 2009 at 4:00 p.m.

A request was received from Mr. Richard Cummings to refund Special Land Use fees for pond construction and spoils removal after the Township Board placed a Moratorium on such pond construction until a revision could be made in the pond ordinance to remove the special land use fee requirement was approved on a three in favor for refund and two against refund vote.  
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New Business: cont.
A request for free usage of the Community Room by Bobbie Perpich, Captain of the Ida High School Relay for Life team, on Friday May 22nd, 2009 from 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. was approved on a motion from R. Stanifer and supported by D. Appleman.  Motion carried.

Local road contracts for this coming year were reviewed and discussed.

A motion to approve and sign a contract when received in the amount of $5,000.00 to single seal 3 miles of  Ida Center Rd. from Lewis Ave. west to Secor Road was made by R. Stanifer and supported by E. Bowman.  Motion carried.

A motion to approve contracts for Excess Gradall not to exceed $6,000.00 mowing local roads, bank to bank, $19,500.00, and single seal two miles of Rauch Road from Secor to Jackman, Ida Township’s portion $17,673.86 was made by D. Appleman and supported by R. Iott.  Motion carried.

Roads under consideration for single sealing are Secor Road from Ida Center to Albain two miles; Douglas from Albain to Lulu, one mile; Douglas Todd to Morocco, one mile and Lulu from Douglas to Secor, one mile.  

A motion to approve a contract with Monroe County Road Commission to install approximately ¼ mile of guard rail along a large drainage ditch along Albain Road East of Geiger Rd. at a cost to the Township of $31,570.00 was made by R. Stanifer and supported by D. Appleman.  Motion carried.

A plaque of Mr. & Mrs. Charles DeLand was shown to the Board and will be hung in the hallway of the Community Building.

A motion to adjourn was made by S. Hilkens and supported by E. Bowman.  Motion carried.
